Chester County, PA. – In December 2008, Meghan McVety and Jason Alexander co-owners of Capacity for Change, a public interest consulting group, and their sons Jack and Colin, established the Capacity for Change Fund at the Chester County Community Foundation to provide philanthropic support to nonprofit organizations that contribute to more vibrant, engaged and healthy communities.  As non profit consultants, they saw the needs within their community and the benefits of establishing a charitable fund at the Chester County Community Foundation. 
Since then, sons, Jack, 7, and Colin, 5, both students at Pocopson Elementary School, have really taken charity to heart.  After seeing the hit show STOMP!, Jack wanted to produce his own version. SQUISH! was born and Jack invited his grandfather, Jim McVety, to help put on a show to entertain guests at their Thanksgiving gathering. With Jack’s little drum set and grandpa’s collection of carefully chosen pots and pans, entertain they did.  And passed the hat.  As a result, the Capacity for Change Fund is $17.56 richer thanks to proceeds from the family show. 

As the family gathers for the Christmas holiday, plans will be discussed for the annual distribution from the Fund. Using the formula typical for endowment disbursements, this fund will be able to distribute 5% of its balance every year, in perpetuity.   It remains to be seen who the lucky recipient might be – maybe a symphony orchestra, a scholarship for a student to attend school, or food for a food pantry.  And let’s hope the show will go on and on and on.
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
