What Are Charitable Gift Annuity Rates?

· The amount of each annuity payment is determined by annuity rate tables published by The American Council on Gift Annuities.  The rates depend upon the value of the initial gift, the number of annuitants and their age.  Rates change each year.  Here are 2003 rates based on a $10,000* gift from a single donor:
